	The introduction is a logical argumentative work that validates the need to carry out the study. This is an initial part of the article in which the author(s), normally, establish(es) a delimitation of the subject addressed, considering other research already carried out, and presenting objectives, justification and other elements necessary to situate the theme addressed in the proposal.
	Research does not start from scratch, so it is important that the researcher does a prior study of what has already been written about the subject he will address. Even if it is an unprecedented field research, which evaluates a concrete, unknown situation in a given location, someone or a group, somewhere, must have already carried out similar research(es), or even complementary research(es) to certain aspects of the intended. The search for such sources, whether documentary or bibliographic, becomes essential so that there is no duplication of efforts.

Therefore, the presentation should emphasize the most important aspects of the data collected, corresponding to those that will be referenced and commented on in the discussion. However, special attention should be paid to the rules for presenting tables and illustrated illustrations (drawings, diagrams, flowcharts, photographs, graphs, maps, organizational charts, plans, tables, portraits and others).

5 CONCLUSION & PERSPECTIVES

1 SECTION TITLES MUST BE IN TIMES NEW ROMAN 12 FONT, UPPERCASE, BOLD, JUSTIFIED. ALL TITLES MUST BE NUMBERED SEQUENTIALLY WITHOUT PUNCTUATION.

1.1 LEVEL 2 SUBTITLES MUST BE JUSTIFIED, IN TIMES NEW ROMAN FONT, SIZE 12, UPPERCASE, WITHOUT BOLD.

1.1.2 Level 3 subtitles must be justified, in Times New Roman font, size 12, in bold and only the initial letter in capital letters or, in the case of proper nouns, the first letters of each word in capital letters.


2 QUOTATIONS (Standards according to NBR 10520:2023) - In quotations, the names of the author's surname, the responsible institution or the title included in the sentence must be in upper- and lower-case letters. 

2.1 DIRECT QUOTATION - Textual transcription of part of the consulted author's work. 

a. Quotations with up to three lines: must be contained within double quotation marks. Single quotation marks are used to indicate citation within the citation. Examples:
Barbour (1971, p. 35) describes: “O estudo da morfologia dos terrenos [...] ativos [...].”

“Não se mova, faça de conta que está morta.” (Clarac; Bonnin, 1985, p. 72).

According to Sá (1995, p. 27): “[...] por meio da mesma ‘arte de conversação’ que abrange tão extensa e significativa parte da nossa existência cotidiana [...].”

b. Quotations longer than three lines: must be highlighted with a 2 cm indentation from the left margin, with font smaller than the text used and without quotation marks. Example:
A teleconferência permite ao indivíduo participar de um encontro nacional ou regional sem a necessidade de deixar seu local de origem. Tipos comuns de teleconferência incluem o uso da televisão, telefone e computador. Através de audioconferência, utilizando a companhia local de telefone, um sinal de áudio pode ser emitido em um salão de qualquer dimensão (Nichols, 1993, p. 181).

2.2 INDIRECT QUOTATION – Text based on the work of the consulted author. Example:

Diversos autores salientam a importância do “acontecimento desencadeador” no início de um processo de aprendizagem (Cross, 1984; Knox, 1986; Mezirow, 1991).



3 REFERENCES (Standards according to NBR 6023:2018) - References must be drawn up in single space, aligned to the left margin of the text and separated from each other by a single-spaced blank line. When they appear in footnotes, they must be aligned to the left margin of the text and, from the second line of the same reference, below the first letter of the first word, so as to highlight the exponent and without space between them.
3.1 PRIVATE INDIVIDUAL - The author should be indicated by the last name, in uppercase letters, followed by the first name and other last names, abbreviated or not, as they appear in the document. In the case of multiple authors, the authors' names should be separated by a semicolon, followed by a space.

3.1.1 Regardless of the number of authors, all of them must be indicated. Examples:

3.3 MONOGRAPH ENTIRETY- Includes a book and/or booklet (manual, guide, catalog, encyclopedia, dictionary, among others) and academic work (thesis, dissertation, final project, among others).

3.3.1 The essential elements for a book and/or booklet are: author, title, subtitle (if any), edition (if any), place, publisher, and date of publication. When necessary, supplementary elements are added to the reference to better identify the document. Examples:

3.3.2 The essential elements for an academic work are: author, title, subtitle (if any), year of deposition, type of work (thesis, dissertation, final project, and others), degree (specialization, doctorate, among others), and course in parentheses, academic affiliation, place, and date of presentation or defense. When necessary, supplementary elements are added to the reference to better identify the document. Examples:

3.3 ARTICLE, SECTION, AND/OR MATERIAL FROM A PERIODICAL PUBLICATION - Includes parts of a periodical publication, article, communication, editorial, interview, review, report, critique, and others.

The essential elements are: author, title of the article or material, subtitle (if any), title of the periodical, subtitle (if any), place of publication, year and/or volume number, issue number and/or edition, volume (if any), initial and final pages, and date or period of publication. Whenever possible, add the DOI as a supplementary element, and when necessary, other supplementary elements may be added to the reference to better identify the document. Examples:

Charts can occupy 1 column if necessary.
